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$3.9 MILLION REASONS TO PLAY PICK-6 WITH XTRA

For correctly matching four numbers, 337
ticketholders won $62 each and 47 others won $124 each with the addition of XTRA. Moreover,
for correctly matching three numbers, 6,472 ticketholders won $3.00 and 809 others won $6
each with the addition of XTRA. Lastly, 6,299 ticketholders each won $2.00 for correctly
matching two numbers with the addition of XTRA on their purchase.
